Physical education teachers work in high schools or grade schools.  Some teachers may also work in colleges and universities.  These teachers are experts in the subject of physical education which includes basic topics about the human body and its functions and processes.  Physical education teachers give students important information about how to keep their body healthy and fit through proper exercise and physical activity.  They may teach specific sports such as basketball, lawn tennis, volleyball, badminton, swimming or other activities such as chess.  Physical education teachers must be physically fit to cope with the rigors of the job and must also be ready to hold outdoor and field classes.
