Prison security officers perform duties as correctional officers or detention officers. They are law enforcement officers whose primary function is to ensure that prison rules and regulations are always strictly implemented within the prison or jail.  Prison security officers maintain security and order in the prison although they may also work at other institutions such as the penitentiary or reform institutions.  They must be physically fit and capable of preventing violence or controlling violence and disorder which may erupt in the prison.  Aside from this, prison security officers must ensure that escapes and other kinds of disturbances are prevented from occurring in prison.  This is a demanding profession that requires a lot of strength, both physically and mentally.
