Parole Officers help support convicts and felons who have been paroled reintegrate back into the mainstream society productively while protecting society and ensuring they do so in accordance with parole conditions and regulations.  It’s not always successfully and Parole Officers can also revoke the parole of those who fail to do so.  Paroled convicts technically remain prisoners serving their sentences but have been granted freedom by the Parole Board for reasons like good behavior.  It is now the responsibility of the Parole Officer to prove that the paroled offender deserves it.
