Professional Book Reviewers provide an indicative means to determine which books to purchase.  They are tasked to read newly published works or literary manuscripts and document their expert criticism in assessing the work which also sees the light of print in various newspapers and online reviews.  This helps readers make a purchase decision.  Book Reviewers often have specialties like biographies, science fiction, technical self help books, fiction and non-fiction novels, and research documentaries to mention some.  They work as part time or freelance reviewers as well as in bookstore chains, newspapers and journals, and broadcast media including online media.
