A radiation therapist is an important member of the oncology department in a hospital. They are responsible for preparing and using radiation therapy equipment to reduce the size of cancerous tumors. They are responsible for determining the radiation dose depending on the condition of a patient. Radiation therapists must be aware of the situation of their patients to be able to communicate with them effectively and tactfully.
