Raptor handlers work in animal centres, zoos, and other establishments that have raptor birds for entertainment or conservation purposes.  Raptor handlers are primarily responsible for the care and training of birds such as hawks, eagles, and owls.  They maintain the health of the raptors and ensure that they have sanitary living environments.  Raptor handlers develop training programs and maintain the good condition of raptor equipment.  Aside from this, raptor handlers also perform tasks involving interaction with varied audience such as students, donors, and science professionals.  They often serve as spokesperson for the specific advocacy of the raptors and may conduct presentations on-site or in other locations such as schools.
