Mental health or Registered Psychiatric Nurses take care of patients diagnosed with mental illnesses and confined in mental hospitals, asylums or institutions.  They have been trained as registered nurses but have specialized in the care of people in various states of mental derangement or dysfunction, whether short term depression, progressive or lifelong lunacy, dementia, psychosis, schizophrenia or degenerative diseases like Alzheimer’s.
