Risk advisory services managers work in firms that are involved in public accounting and providing client advice.  They perform duties that involve internal auditing, establishing internal controls, and the development of programs to ensure compliance with specific guidelines and standards.  They must also possess capabilities in program management since the position is a managerial position that involves directing staff and employees.  Other functions of risk advisory services manager are fraud investigations, forensic accounting, and litigation as well as FCPA support.  Those seeking this position must be certified public accountants or must hold a related degree and have certification or licensure.
