While the SAP Enterprise Resource Planning system is an off-the-shelf ERP that has configurable functionality, it can be further customized for business with unique or special requirements.  This is done thanks to the availability of its source code as part of any purchase of the system.  And to this end, the SAP ABAP Programmer, either as a consultant or employed by the company using SAP,  is essential in enhancing the basic SAP functionality to carter to user requirements that go beyond what configurability can deliver.
