Industrial or Process Safety Engineers design and implement safe working environments to protect workers from in-process manufacturing or production hazards that is heir to any interaction between people and the electrical, mechanical or chemical process.  Safety features are often easy to overlook in the rush to produce cost effective and efficient products but the Process Safety Engineer ensures that the process conforms to health, environmental and industrial safety regulations to ensure disruption and incident-free plant floor operations.
