Safety managers work in companies providing services to organizations and may also work directly in companies.  They are primarily responsible for planning and implementing programs to reduce or remove illnesses, injuries, and financial losses in a company or organization.  Safety managers carefully appraise and evaluate conditions to be able to determine those which could potentially cause accidents and other losses to the company.  They not only study actual conditions, they also conduct research and studies to identify the potential of processes and operations to produce losses.  Upon identification of such, safety managers develop means to prevent these losses.
