Science editors hold editorial functions in magazines, journals, newspapers, newsletters and other kinds of publications or tri-media.  They may be responsible for editing and overseeing several pages of a magazine or newspaper or may need to edit entire journals or newsletters that are focused on science issues.  Science editors are good writers and editors but they must also be knowledgeable in science subjects and issues.  Most science editors are graduates of science degrees such as biology or chemistry since they need to have a good grasp of the scientific language.  Science editors must be meticulous and also have an understanding of the scientific method.
