Security managers may be employed in all kinds of businesses or public agencies and organizations.  They are mainly responsible for establishing and documenting the company’s security standards.  Security managers develop and ensure implementation of system security programs.  They regularly evaluate security programs to determine problem areas and improve the system.  These responsibilities are important to ensure compliance of all information systems and technology infrastructure with national and international security standards.  Security managers interact and work with managers of other departments or units to discuss and promptly address security issues.
