Security patrolmen are employed in government institutions providing public security.  They report directly to the patrol supervisor and are assigned to perform specific duties by the supervisor.  Patrolmen are assigned an area of responsibility where they must ensure security and order.  They implement the law and policies within the area assigned and remain vigilant at all times.  As men of the uniform, patrolmen must make sure that all their actions are in compliance with procedures and policies regarding their position.  They closely watch all activities and investigate suspicious activities occurring within their area of responsibility.  Patrolmen respond to radio calls for security and also involve in law enforcement actions that are based on their initiative.
