Short story writers work for publishing companies, literature organizations, and magazines.  Most are freelance writers who write short stories based on their own ideas and subjects after which they look for publishers or funders to have the story published.  Many short story writers have their works published as a collection of short stories.  Short story writers specialize in writing short stories but may also be knowledgeable in writing other kinds of literature such as stories and poems.  They can hold degrees in communications and fine arts or may be self-taught and attended trainings and workshops.
