Sociology professors work as part of the teaching personnel of universities and colleges.  They may hold different professorial positions from associate professor to assistant professor depending on educational attainment and work experience.  Sociology professors teach graduate and undergraduate sociology courses where they may be required to handle night, weekend, or online classes aside from the regular weekday courses.  They may teach basic sociology courses that deal with the introduction to social work and sociology.  Sociology professors deal with subjects that involve the study of man, their interactions and relations, and society.  They must be analytical thinkers and study human behaviour and relations based on experience, observation, and research.
