Statistics professors are employed in universities and colleges where they teach statistics courses that may be basic or advanced.  Statistics professors must be good at numbers and possess strong skills and knowledge in computation and mathematical applications.  They should be ready to handle classes that are for graduate or undergraduate degrees.  Some universities also offer online courses which statistics professors may need to handle.  Statistics professors need to have master’s or doctorate degrees to be qualified to become professors.  Most statistics professors are also involved in other functions such as research work, and participation in university committees.
