Survey interviewers may work in different fields of industries and may be employed in both public and private organizations and companies.  In the business field, survey interviewers often take part-time positions and full-time positions as survey interviewers are uncommon.  Survey interviewers are often employed by companies for specific survey projects or events that company’s conduct regularly to determine the pulse of the people about their products, services, or other topics that are relevant and would be helpful in improving the products and services the company offers.  Survey interviewers may have a minimum educational attainment of a high school diploma since the most important skills are in verbal and written communication.
