Survey researchers are employees of research and survey organizations as well as government agencies involved in gathering statistics.  Survey researchers may also be employed on a project basis for projects that require opinions or information from individuals.  Surveys are important in determining consumer preferences, collating national statistics on labor and population, as well as knowing the general pulse of the public about controversial issues.  Survey researchers are mostly graduates of communications degrees but may also be high school graduates that have received training in conducting surveys.  Survey researchers must have a keen eye for detail and must be an organized worker.
