People burdened with impaired hearing and speech can still lead normal lives and pursue the career of their choice thanks to the development of sign language. Certified Teachers for the Deaf of Sign Language Teachers provide this opportunity especially if the knowledge is imparted early on in the lives of the hearing and speech-impaired children.
