Terrestrial biologists are professional biologists who focus on terrestrial ecosystems and wildlife.  They study living things and ecosystems on land as opposed to marine biologists who study marine life.  Terrestrial biologists prepare and oversee field work and conduct research projects to determine the condition of land animals and their environment.  Terrestrial biologists may be involved in terrestrial planning projects and may also serve some function in land development projects.  They are professionals that are highly intellectual and also possess technical skills as well as knowledge in using tools and equipment needed for scientific study.
