A Therapist CV should ideally reflect the person’s skills, areas of expertise, certification and accomplishments. It is important to present this information in a concise manner so as to create interest in the mind of the employer. A therapist CV can be used for any kind of therapy given, provided of course, the person modifies the given template to suit his or her experience.
