Transportation inspectors are primarily responsible for providing technical expertise in issues concerning transportation safety and pollution prevention.  They are hired to give training and project leadership in the implementation and enforcement of transportation regulations for all kinds of transportation on land, air, and sea.  Transportation inspectors are important in ensuring that all vehicles are properly inspected for safety and in compliance with standards and safety regulations.  They help make sure that vehicles are not overloaded and that they are properly manned with the crew and staff needed to operate different kinds of vehicles.  In addition, they must also make sure that these vehicles pass international standards and adhere to international policies.  Transportation inspectors are integral in keeping roads, the sea, and air safe for all travellers.
