Transportation planners are mainly responsible for providing leadership and administrative guidance to government officials and planners related to transportation. They give advice and technical guidance to governments in creating and implementing an efficient urban transportation plan and program.  Transportation planners conduct numerous coordination activities with other planners and engineers who are involved in formulating and directing plans in making transportation operations smooth for the public.  They must make sure that the transportation plan provides a smooth flow of traffic and provides passengers with comfortable access to public transportation.  Transportation planners work with team members which they lead in performing daily tasks.  They may also be employed by private companies.
