Large travel agencies employ a team of Group Travel Planners who are specially trained to process and handle large travel groups, either as a leisure tour group or as business trips of large project teams from corporate accounts.  Group Travel Planners are responsible for arranging cost efficient travel plan or package inclusive of hotels, land transfers, daily meals and snacks as well as sporting or leisure side trips with the objective of taking away the hassle associated with travels.
