The vice president for research performs executive administrative functions in a university.  He/she works directly under the university president and is an important part of the top administration.  The vice president for research leads, directs, and provides administrative oversight of the university’s research and extension efforts.  He/she must efficiently manage the office of university research and promote a culture of academic research among the university faculty and students.  He/she also establishes strategic research focus areas and develops a research program that adheres to university and government standards and thrusts.
