Watch repairmen work in watch shops or related stores where their main responsibility is repairing, cleaning and adjusting different parts of watches, clocks, and other timepieces.  Watch repairmen first study the watches or clocks brought by customers to see what the defective part is or what is causing a problem in the proper functioning of the timepieces.  They check the damage to see if it can be repaired or if parts need to be replaced.  Watch repairmen make timepieces function properly by oiling moving parts or replacing broken or damaged parts.  They use different kinds of hand tools to open the timepieces very carefully and examine the parts.  Watch repairmen use special cleaning machines and solutions that do not damage the timepieces.  Since the parts of timepieces are very small, extra care is needed in doing repairs.
