Wildlife biologists are graduates of biology and related courses that specialize in wildlife flora and fauna.  They conduct field work for research and study purposes but also perform duties in the laboratory and office to analyse data and results.  Wildlife biologists prepare reports to summarize results of their studies and make them known to the scientific community or general public.  They may be employed in private or public offices where they may work for academic institutions, research institutions, state agencies, or companies that need the expertise of wildlife biologists to comply with government regulations.
