Zoology professors are educated in the field of agriculture and have taken major courses in zoology, the study of animals.  Zoology professors must be interested in animals and capable of actually handling or dealing with different kinds of animals for class purposes.  Among the topics taught by zoology professors are animal anatomy, parasitology, animal systems, and animal behaviour.  Zoology professors usually serve as advisers to higher level students where they give advice about their thesis or dissertations as well as the course work they choose to take.  Zoology professors need to undergo continuing education to advance their knowledge since new researches are conducted every day.
