Mechanical fitters work in automotive repair shops or may also be privately employed by companies in the transportation business.  Mechanical fitters work under supervision and they are mainly responsible for repairing different kinds of gasoline and diesel-powered equipment, machines or vehicles such as cars, boats, trucks, or bulldozers.  They may perform minor or major repairs depending on the extent of damage on the equipment or vehicles.  Based on the job description, mechanical fitters may do welding, fabrication of equipment, or improve the equipment or vehicles.  Before doing repairs, mechanical fitters are responsible for checking the vehicles for any defects.  They do the necessary measurements and plan the repair procedure which they may also discuss with their supervisor.
